Based on a true story, Karen Charlton delivers another unique and timeless novel about the poverty

and torments of the early 1800â€™s. The eagle seems to set a tone of menace and kinship as it

settles in the boughs of a cedar tree in the damp February air, watching a laborerâ€™s cottage

below.A prequel to the novel, Catching the Eagle, February 1809 introduces us to Jamie Charlton, a

reckless rogue with an appetite for the gaming tables. There is something about Jamieâ€™s

background that makes us want to root for him. Whether itâ€™s his hard-nosed determination, or

the devotion he has to his family, Jamie is a true Northumbrian. And heâ€™s proud of it.As the debt

chits pile up, I canâ€™t help wondering if our protagonist will ever make it out of the muddy trench

he keeps digging, and there are other threats far greater than the Guinea prize winner at Stranghow

Fair . When Cilla suffers a set-back, Jamieâ€™s life hurtles dangerously towards Kirkley Hall, a

place he swore he would never return. As the eagle plucks out a salmon from the icy waters of the

river Blythe, Jamieâ€™s boots are already pounding the cobbles.I like the book for its authenticity

and rugged characterization. Charlton always manages to write with a voice that takes her readers

to the heart of the period.

If you liked or loved Catching the Eagle, you'll be enthralled by this prequel which gives you a look

at Jamie Charlton's increasing desperation as the trials of his life mount. Some of these challenges

are societal, some familial, some purely self-destructive, but they all drive the narrative forward

keeping the reader's attention on the page from the first word to the very last. As a foreigner I was

particularly interested to see the rugged and difficult Northumbrian life of early in the nineteenth

century and Ms. Charlton's beautiful descriptions and deft characterization really opened my eyes to

another world and time. The eagle, who in some ways seems to reflect Jamie's troubled existence,

is almost a character here too (without any anthropomorphism, of course). A winning piece of

writing, this is a fabulous read for any fan of historical fiction.

Based on a true story, this prequel novella introduces the reader to the Charlton family and in

particular Jamie who features in the subsequent novel, â€˜Catching the Eagleâ€™. In one day in

Charltonâ€™s life we learn of the depth of poverty and debt that haunted these poor rural folk and

get a glimpse of the lengths one might go in avoiding the consequences. As always, the author

brings this period to life, with historical accuracy and vibrant vernacular.An engrossing read, that



Iâ€™d wholly recommend, regardless of whether you have read the main novel or not.
