Constable Alet Berg was banished there in disgrace six months earlier for

violating departmental guidelines during her previous posting as a member of an elite task force.

Alet thinks, "Unie was what she believed purgatory would be like." In spite of her demotion, she

remains defiant, impulsive, and rebellious. When a murder case falls in her lap, she steps on

important toes in her eagerness to learn who killed and immolated a female victim.

The author describes horrendous atrocities and a strange

series of experiments that left children marked for life. In addition, we follow the long odyssey of a

courageous and resourceful woman, Tessa Morgan, who keeps moving from place to place in order

to survive. Along the way, we encounter Nazi-like thugs and black South Africans who refuse to

relinquish their dreams of independence.
